Christmas is for everyone. 
 
Any óGood Thingô which unites a 
nation or a society in a common 
cause deserves to be cherished 
and celebrated. Such a óGood 
Thingô has to be Christmas.     
Despite a few attempts during the 
last three decades to replace the 
word with a contrived secular 
substitute (óWintervalô comes to 
mind) Christmas simply refuses 
to go away. It unites the nation in 
a way that few other things can.  
 

The secular world has been caught up for weeks already in the órun-upô 
to Christmas. Already we have the Christmas Lights and this year extra 
Christmas trees are adorning shops and business premises in the town. 
(Incidentally, I hope we will all support our local businesses in prefer-
ence to shopping further afield. Deal is, after all, a rather special place 
which we can all play our part in maintaining.) 
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The Church has its own órun-upô to Christmas - itôs called Advent. It 
does not set itself up to be in any way superior to the exciting prepara-
tions and festivities we all take part in. It simply invites us to consider, 
in the build-up to Christmas Day, another layer of meaning - a larger 
context if you like ï in which our celebrations take place. We have a 
reason to celebrate which goes beyond merely celebrating for its own 
sake. 
 

The traditional Advent themes are fundamental to the condition of    
being human. Death, Judgement, Heaven and Hell are not topics which 
naturally spring to mind during the party season. But our own experi-
ence tells us that often of some life-changing event happens when we 
least expect it. The world is not a very stable place at the present time. 
This fact alone might encourage us to think óout of the boxô and to ask 
some fundamental questions about where we come from, what our pur-
pose is, and where we are going. Advent then invites us to be aware of 
the big questions, even in the midst of our celebrations. 

 

For the Church, the answer to these fundamental questions is Christ-
mas ï God coming into human history in the Person of Our Lord Jesus 
Christ. To put it in pictorial language, He is a ladder set up from earth 
to heaven, enabling us to climb higher and see more clearly from that 
perspective and with an enhanced objectivity both the best and the 
worst aspects of human nature. This in turn, offers a clearer sense of 
proportion about what really matters and what is mere trivia. 
 

The birth of Jesus Christ in Bethlehem was and remains a turning-
point in history. The Churchôs celebrations begin at the Crib and ex-
tend outwards into our festivities. For others it is the festivities that 
lead on to the Crib. Thus at St Andrewôs we have many people who 
are drawn in to the Community Carols with the Hoodeners at the Golf 
Road Centre, the candle-lit Carol service, the Christingle on Christmas 
Eve for children and families, and the magic of the Midnight Mass. 
 

So, whatever the season means to you, all of us at St Andrewôs wish 
you a happy and blessed Christmas-tide and a peaceful and prosperous 
New Year.

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Empire Day 1946 
 
Bryan Cooperôs piece in Octoberôs 
Lantern about Empire Day 1945 
led reader Mrs Annette Green to 
get in touch with the editor to say 
that she took part in the Empire 
Day Festival in the following year, 
1946. As she lives next door to the 
church, it was no trouble for us to 
meet up in the hall over a cup of 
coffee and talk about the occasion. 
 

Annette had kept mementos of the 
event, including a programme (see 
picture of the cover left),  pro-
gramme details from the Radio 
Times and the centre page spread 
published in the Daily Sketch on 
the day following. It clearly was an 

important event in the calendar, comparable to the Festival of Remem-
brance in November  each year. 
 
The cover of the programme emphasises that the Festival is directed at 
the young people of the Empire who together are going to help to build 
the future; it is not surprising therefore that the majority of those taking 
part were from youth organisations.  
 
The Daily Sketch reported that there were 1800 performers with groups 
from the British Red Cross Cadets, St John of Jerusalem Cadets, Girlsô 
Training Corps, Womenôs Junior Air Corps, Girl Guides, Boy Scouts, 
Girls Life Brigade, Boys Brigade and Salvation Army Cadets. These 
were in addition to the display teams from the Royal Naval Cadet 
Corps, the Army Cadet Force and the Air Training Corps, together with 
the choristers of the London Choir School and pupils from the 
Elmhurst School of Dancing, Camberley.  
 

Annette was a pupil at Elmhurst which was an establishment firmly 
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grounded in the Christian faith 
with its own chapel. The school 
was invited to mount a pageant 
with a strongly Christian theme, as 
suggested by this photograph taken 
at the Albert Hall. Annette was 
among those  taking part. The same 
pageant was  revived 60 years later 
by the girls of Elmhurst at St 
Georgeôs Chapel, Windsor when 
Annette and others from the origi-
nal performance were invited back. 
One can imagine the reminiscing 
that took place on that occasion. 
 

How the world has changed. Why 
do we no longer bring young     
people together in a Festival of 
Youth? Why donôt we celebrate the 
Commonwealth, which can be such a force for good? Why have we 
come to a time when a Christian Pageant to mark a National event 
would be unthinkable, even if it were to be placed alongside celebra-
tions of other faiths? 
 

I would like to thank Annette for sharing her memories and mementos 
with us and appeal to other readers to come forward and tell us about 
your experience of Empire day.

Readers will be sad to learn that Bryan Cooper died only a week or 

two after penning his piece for the Lantern. He was a professional 

writer with many titles to his credit, and a loyal and long-standing   

worshipper at St Andrewôs. Our thoughts and prayers are with his 

wife, Judith, and the members of his family. 
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World Friends Elephant Foundation, Thailand 
 

I have had the privilege of working with mistreated, abused, neglected 
and battered elephants who have been rescued from evil and cruel trad-
ers  for two years now. It is wonderful to give back these wonderful 
animals their dignity, their freedom, and to offer them much needed 
love;. 
 
The work is very hard, a normal 
day starts at 6.30am, giving the 
elephants their breakfast of bana-
na balls and fruit, and cleaning up 
their enclosure. Then we head 
back for our own breakfast at 8.30 
which is generally a bowl of corn-
flakes! 
 
After this the fun starts, cutting 
down banana trees, loading them 
onto trucks in the Thai heat of 40c 
and chopping them into bite-sized 
food for the elephants or into logs 
for them to play with. We then take them for walks, letting them swim 
if they wish to, or washing them down with hosepipes. And, of course, 
there is the continual clearing up  ï elephants make a lot of mess!  At 
the end of the day, they are put back in their enclosures for the night 
and we go back to our accommodation for a very well earned rest.  
 

The conditions are really bad  -  the food is dreadful, (the elephants eat 

better!), the shower is cold (if you are lucky)  -  but it is for the love of 

these magnificent animals that I do this. We as human beings ought to 

be thoroughly ashamed of our cruelty, not only to elephants but to all 

Godôs creatures.   

 

At the Centre is Pun, a 23 year old Elephant, and her 18 month  baby, 

Pin. At 14 months whilst still suckling,  Pin was taken from Pun for  
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the óPhajamô. If you do not know what the Phajam is look it up ï itôs a 

tradition to óbreak the Elephantôs spiritô. You will be horrified but, in a  

 

nutshell, these babies are taken from their mums, put in crates, their 

limbs twisted in grotesque positions and tied so they cannot move;  

they are beaten with sticks, blinded in one eye, and bull hooks are put 

through their ears, so that as they thrash about the ears rip.  No doubt 

you have seen on your travels elephants with ripped ears now carrying 

tourists for money.   Some elephants die as they refuse to have their 

spirits broken. Those that    

survive, when they eventually 

stop screaming and succumb, 

are fed and man becomes their 

Master.    

 

Pin was lucky: she was       

rescued by the Centre just as 

she was being caged and is 

now back with Mum  - and 

being a very happy naughty little elephant. Others are not so lucky.     

 

I implore you, when you go on holiday, please do not pay to ride an 

Elephant or have your photo taken with one; you are fuelling this bar-

baric tradition.  I hope to be heading back out to Thailand again in 

May, so if anyone would like to come please contact me.  It is    physi-

cally hard work, but something  that is so special it will stay with you 

for a lifetime.
