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Englandôs Nazareth. 
 

When we pray the whole matter of place is very important. Finding a 
quiet moment in a quiet space maybe what keeps us going each day. 
For some this a total requirement, but for most of us it is just a small 
part of what our lives are about. 
 

Most of the time we are with other people. We spend the time with 
family, with friends and with work mates. We join clubs, play in teams 
and go down the pub to socialize. We are mostly gregarious: we like 
mixing with other people and we only like so much of our own compa-
ny; so too with religion. There is the social side of belonging to the 
Church and this gives it both an historical and global dimension. One 
way this is expressed is by going with a crowd of like minded people to 
a special place, not to be quiet so much as to enjoy the place and the 
company. In making the journey we want to be recharged. For many 
throughout the ages these were holidays i.e. holy days. Living so close 
to Canterbury we have all heard about the Canterbury Pilgrims who did 
just that and we may even have gone into the Cathedral to explore the 
story that drew them to that holy place and the site of the murder and 
tomb of Thomas Becket. 
 

The greatest place of pilgrimage in medieval England was not the great 
cathedral church of Canterbury, but a small village in North West Nor-
folk called Walsingham. Why? In 1061 the lady of the manor of Little 
Walsingham had a vision in which she saw Mary, the mother of Jesus. 
Mary was at Nazareth, the place where she received the message from 
Gabriel about Jesusô birth. Our Lady Mary told the Lady Richeldis to 
build a replica of the house of Nazareth in Walsingham. This Richeldis 
did, after overcoming all kinds of difficulties and being shown where to 
site the house by the appearance of a spring of water. In a very short 
time pilgrims started visiting to ask for Maryôs help and prayers. The 
waters of the spring were shown to be miraculous and healings oc-
curred.  
 

As the centuries passed the Holy House of Englandôs Nazareth which 
contained an image of Our Lady, was covered by a great church and 
thousands of pilgrims trod the Walsingham Way. The pilgrims includ-
ed kings and people from all backgrounds from over Europe, among 
them was Henry VIII. When Henry quarrelled with the Pope over an 
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annulment of his marriage to Catherine of Aragon, the dissolution of 
the monasteries soon followed. In 1538 the great abbey of Walsing-
ham was destroyed and the image of Our Lady of Walsingham suf-
fered the fate of many other relics and was taken to Charing Cross and 
burned. Pilgrimage to Walsingham and elsewhere stopped. 
 

In 1921 the Revd Alfred Hope Patten became Vicar of Walsingham 
and he felt a strong vocation to begin pilgrimages again and rebuild 
the Shrine. A new image was made and set up in the parish church. In 
the subsequent years money was raised to build a Holy House and in 
1931 the image was solemnly processed to the new church. Over the 
years the modest shrine church has been enlarged and the facilities for 
pilgrims have reached a high level of comfort. From Easter to Novem-
ber parties of pilgrims and individuals go on pilgrimage to Walsing-
ham to pray for loved ones and others. They enjoy each otherôs com-
pany and the beautiful setting of the village. But it has something very 
special about it which you cannot quite express (It was recently voted 
the countryôs most spiritual place.) You can sense that for nearly a 
thousand years, perhaps secretly without a break,  people have come to 
Englandôs Nazareth to pray; not just Anglicans, Roman Catholics, 
Methodists , Orthodox,  indeed every shade of Christian, but also holi-
day makers who maybe just curious to take a look. 
 

Each year this parish has a  group of folk who go on pilgrimage to 
Walsingham and this year it will take place between Monday 15th and 
Thursday 18th May. Why not come and enjoy this beautiful place, to-
gether with inspirational worship, good food and good company?
