This is why coming to St Andrewôs you will see a lot of things going 
on, not least during the services! 

 

There is plenty of movement and colour in our services, because we 
take everyday things and make them special vehicles for feeling Godôs 
presence with us. You will notice lots of candles, representing Christ 
as the light of the world, brightening the church and being used as 
symbols of individual prayers. There are pictures and statues to lift our 
hearts to God. You may notice a bowl in the porch containing water 
with which many people as they enter the church make the sign of the 
cross to remind them of their Baptism. 

 

Water is also sprinkled (lightly!) at the start of the Sunday Mass to 
remind us that Christ has made us spiritually clean.  Colours at the al-
tar and on the vestments change according to the festivals and seasons. 
Incense is used to perfume the church and to reflect something of the 
mystery of God. As it rises it reminds us of prayer ascending to heav-
en. There is much beautiful music, Godôs word in the Bible is sung to 
ancient tunes, and there are even bells to focus on the climax of the 
Communion Service when bread and wine is for us the Body and 
Blood of Christ, the sign of Jesusô self giving love for each one of us 
and for all humanity. 

 

You may or may not be familiar with this style 
of worship, but many people do find it most 
helpful in deepening their relationship to 
God in Jesus Christ. Our services are sur-
prisingly relaxed and people enjoy their wor-
ship. Actions speak louder than words, so 
we invite you to see what our services may 
be saying to you. 

 

                                                    
 
 

 
 

 
Father Stephen 
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Deal Parochial School Easter Service 
 

All 200 plus pupils of the school together with staff and some parents 
came to St Andrewôs for their Easter Service on the morning of 
Wednesday March 23rd. As Father Stephen was poorly Father Ian 
gave both the welcome and the blessing. 
 

The Head Teacher, Ms Brown, led the service  which told the story of 
Palm Sunday, Holy Week and Easter Day in the form of presentations 
by the seven year groups.  
 

Year 1 were an enthusiastic crowd, waving palms, casting down cloaks 
and shouting Hosanna as they welcomed Jesus into Jerusalem on Palm 
Sunday.  
 

This was followed by a hymn and a bible reading before Year 4 
showed Jesus and his disciples praying in the Garden of Gethsemane.  
Two more readings and a hymn led us to the Last Supper presented by 
Year 5 who brought out the importance of friendship in our relations 
with others. 
 

We heard, in a reading from St Luke, Peter deny Jesus three times, re-
minding us of how often we reject Our Blessed Lord. We then sang the 
Lordôs Prayer together and joined in the response to prayers offered on 
our behalf to God. Palm Crosses were blessed to be distributed later. 
 

Year 4 then sang the spiritual óWere you there when they crucified my 
Lord?ô in a most affecting manner and Year 2 followed with óThe Jelly 
Bean Prayerô.  
 

We then listened to St Lukeôs account of the death of Jesus on the 
cross and sang the Hymn óWhen I think about the crossô. Year 6 led us 
in prayers and reflections before Years 3 and R brought the joy and fun 
of Easter to life an action poem on the meaning of the Easter Egg and 
the song óIôm a spring chickenô. 
 

We ended with the hymn óRisenô and the blessing.  
 

All the children are to be congratulated on showing  a real sense of 
reverence and spiritual engagement with all aspects of the service and 
for singing with such tunefulness and enthusiasm.

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The Bishop of Richboroughôs Chrism Mass 

 

It was a great privilege once again to attend the Bishopôs Chrism Mass 
in the Chapel of Our Lady Undercroft in Canterbury Cathedral on the 
Tuesday of Holy Week. 
 
We were a party of about twenty from St Andrewôs in a large congre-
gation of worshippers from The Society churches in both the Canter-
bury and Rochester Dioceses.  
 
Our own Christopher Gabriel had been invited to read one of the les-
sons, with a representative from the Rochester Diocese reading the oth-
er. 
 
The cantor, a baritone with a pleasing voice from one of the local par-
ish choirs, led the congregation in the ordinary of the Mass  -  Kyrie, 
Gloria, Sanctus and Agnus Dei. 
 
There were around forty priests present concelebrating with Bishop 
Norman and three deacons. Deacons and priests renewed their ordina-
tion vows in the presence of the Archbishop of  Canterbury. The three 
oils  -  the oil of the sick, the oil of the catechumens and the oil of 
chrism  -  were then presented by representatives of the laity and 
blessed by the bishop. 
 
The Mass then proceeded in its normal form with the peace, the prayer 
of consecration and communion. At the end the archbishop gave a sol-
emn blessing and the deacon dismissed the laity. 
 
It is always awe inspiring to attend Mass in the oldest part of the cathe-
dral, knowing that the Holy Sacrifice has been offered there for nine 
hundred years or so. 
 
The Cathedral Chapter laid on refreshments in the Cathedral Lodge 
after the service, providing a chance to meet up with some of our fel-
low catholics from the Church of England.

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MEXICO !! 

 
Well we finally had our holiday on the third attempt, the previous two having 
been thwarted by terrorist activities in the Middle East.   On a grey March 
morning we took off from Gatwick for the warmer climes of the Caribbean.  
For most of the trip we were flying above the cloud but by the time we 
reached the Caribbean this had cleared and we had an uninterrupted view of 
the islands below.  The Florida Keys were very clear but we were unable to 
distinguish the other islands. As we began our descent it was obvious that 
Mexico is not the dry and arid country often depicted,  that amount of green 
only comes with rainfall and as we touched down,  rain  -  quite home from 
home.  
 
We drove through Mangrove swamps from the main airport road to the hotel, 
another new experience.  Not sure what I might have expected from a Man-
grove Swamp but the green vegetation could have been  anything but I did 
think that this could be a good breeding ground for mosquitos and the Zika 
virus. We were offered several trips, but most were not to our taste ï swim-
ming with Dolphins? Thank you but No. 

 
But we did visit two old Ma-
yan Sites  - Coba Maya and 
Chechin Itza. Chechin Itza is 
the tallest pyramid in Mexi-
co, the best preserved and 
most photographed.  Coba 
Maya on the other hand is 
very much the same as it was 
when first discovered; work 
started to preserve the ruins 
but has now run out of fund-
ing.   
 
 

While Chechin Itza is reached quite  quickly from the coach park, where 
coaches pour in from early morning,  along well made road ways and mani-
cured grass, Coba Maya remains very much as it was when first discovered. 
A walk of a couple of Kilometres on rough tracks through various ruins takes 
you to the main site but the return journey can be made on a tricycle rickshaw 
at the cost of around Ã1.50 and yes we did avail ourselves of this!!  Although 
as our cyclist aimed our rickshaw at a gap between two trees, on a bend and at 
speed I did wonder if we would return unscathed.  Clearly practice makes

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perfect because it was executed with a few inches to spare on either side. 
                      
Coba Maya was discovered in the 1930s but it was not until the 1970s when 
excavation began and a further 10+ years before the site became accessible 
to tourists and although the Pyramid looks unstable you are allowed to climb 
to the top!!  Did we?  No of course we didnôt but sat and watched the antics 
some had to adopt in order to get back down again. Clearly a lot steeper than 
it looks. 
We also visited a supposedly traditional Mayan village where the lady of one 
house was making small Tortillas on a griddle over an open fire which were 
then offered round.  This was where Mike & I desperately sought somewhere 
to dispose of them without causing offence!!   They were not nice and the 
presence of a small green parrot perching on the hand operated grinder for 
the flour did not endear us to them.  And the Tortillas?  Well thank you Mr 
Klennex -  you see, Mike, tissues do come in useful !! 
 
Chechin Itza is in a much better state of preservation than Coba Maya having 
entered the populationôs imagination as far back as 1843 when a travel book 
on the Yucatan Peninsula was published and later a long term archaeological 
investigation began to excavate and restore. The guide was at pains to point 
out at several points the remarkable echo effect that the large pyramid pro-
duces, Mike disputes that this was intentional and believes the phenomenon 
was achieved by accident.  Both sites have large games courts with hoops of 
stone several feet above 

                                                 
the ground where a solid ball weighing about 6 kilos is knocked through to 
score.  We watched an exhibition of the game on a reconstructed court which 
did seem incredibly difficult to play -  the fore runner of basketball?  Who 
knows but according to one guide the game was played by using your shoul-
der, elbow or knee to direct the ball through the hoop with the Captain of the 
victorious team forfeiting his head!!  
However the second guide disputed 
this version of events!!  Despite this 
gruesome fact and the knowledge 
that Mayans did offer human sacri-
fices, archaeologists now believe 
these were much less frequent than 
had originally been thought  -  per-
haps once every four or five years.  
 
Unlike Coba Maya you are not al-
lowed to climb the pyramid.  Health 

              Iguana at Chechin Itza 
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& Safety?  No, itôs because someone scrawled some graffiti at the top a few 
years ago. As we left Chechin Itza stalls had been set up along the road way 

to persuade the tourists to part 
with their money on a large se-
lection  of  gruesome brightly 
decorated skulls. 
 
We also visited two Sink Holes, 
one open to the elements and the 
other in a cave both of which you 
could swim in.  We were told the 
water in both was very cold. 
What was surprising was the ap-
parent lack of wild life around 
the sites, even in the wooded are-
as.  We actually saw more around 
the hotel grounds although this 

was mainly bird life, the exception being the many Iguanas we met basking in 
the sun or lumbering around in the hotel grounds. Pelicans are as much a nui-
sance there as sea gulls are here and the hotel employs someone with a Kes-
trel to keep them under control.  Just imagine being dive bombed by one of 
those and your lunch stolen from under your nose!                                      
 
That said we did see several fly over on a couple of occasions.  Mike man-
aged to get a photo of some Frigate Birds which we saw just before we left 
and another native was a bird with blue plumage about the size of a Magpie 
with the most piercing call, especially when you were trying to relax on your 
balcony. 

 
Did we have a good holiday?  Yes we did.  Would we go back?  Yes we 
would. Would we recommend Mexico?  Yes certainly the Yucatan Peninsula 
but itôs nice to back and see everyone. 
As we left ï RAIN, torrential rain!!
